The Village of North Aurora recently adjusted its water and sewer rates in order to respond to the changes in 
operating and capital projects for the Village’s water and sanitary sewer systems.  The net effect of the changes 
will be a slight decrease in most people’s bills.  The changes will go into effect for water used during the June-
July period generally billed at the beginning of August.  The water rate per 1,000 gallons used will increase from 
$3.55 to $3.70 per 1,000 gallons of water used.  The sanitary sewer rate will decrease from $0.35 to $0.15 per 
1,000 gallons of water used.  For most customers this means that the combined water/sanitary sewer rate will 

decrease from $3.90 to $3.85 per 1,000 gallons of water used. The bi-monthly water base charge of $16.00, which     
includes the first 3,000 gallons of water used, will not change.  The Village is proud to maintain one of the lowest water 
rates in the surrounding communities. 

Village  of North Aurora Watering Restrictions  
 
Residents are reminded of the Village’s watering restrictions which allows for automatic watering and lawn sprinkling 
from 6:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. limited to the following:  All properties with even-numbered 
street addresses may water on even-numbered days of the month; and all properties with odd-numbered street      
addresses may water on odd-numbered days of the month.  The Village of North Aurora’s watering 
restrictions are in place as a continual water conservation measure  within the Village.    
 
Not following the Village’s watering restrictions may result in the following fines:  Fifty dollars 
($50.00) for each first offense; one hundred dollars ($100.00) for each second offense; Not to exceed 
seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.00) for any subsequent offense.  Each day a violation occurs will be 
considered a separate violation.    
 
Thank you for adhering to the watering restrictions and doing your part to help conserve water.  Please do not hesitate 
to contact the Village’s Water Department at 630-897-8228 ext.

The North Aurora Police Dept. would like to remind citizens that fireworks are illegal in the Village of North Aurora.  It is 
a violation of Village Code 9.12.070 for “any person or any property owner to aid, abet, assist, consult, advise, encour-
age, permit or allow any person to possess or offer for sale, . . . use or explode fireworks.”      
Besides the obvious safety issues, fireworks disturb your neighbors and their pets.  The North Aurora Police will be  
responding to fireworks complaints with zero tolerance for violations.  Under the Village of North Aurora ordinance, 
homeowners may receive a citation that carries a fine of up to $750.  Please leave the fireworks to the professionals!

Street Lighting - Please report streetlight outages to the Public Works Department.  Street lights on wooden poles are 
repaired by Com Ed. and can be called into the Village or to Com Ed at 1-800-334-7661.  Repair Services wait till they 
have a handful of calls before they come to service the area so please contact the Village Hall as soon as one goes out.   
 
Sanitary Sewer - Please call the village FIRST if you should ever experience a sanitary sewer back up in your home.  This 
will enable the Public Works Department to check the main sewer line for any trouble prior to residents calling a 
plumber.  After hours/weekends - please call the Police Dept. at 630-897-8705 to have the on-call staff member paged.   
 
Sewer Assistance Grant - The Village offers an overhead sewer assistance grant for residents who have a history of 
sanitary backups.  Please contact Public Works at 630-897-8228 x260 for any questions or information. 
 
Please 
note, all mulch will need to be picked up and loaded by the resident, as delivery of mulch is not available.
