BACKGROUND

The subject property is located in the B-2 General Commercial District at the intersection of Airport and
lllinois Route 31 (S Lincolnway). The property has been vacant for several decades since the OTB was
demolished. Most of the property is paved. The property is currently owned by Asbury Gardens, which
operates the assisted living facility to the west. Asbury Gardens has provided a letter of support for the
proposed development, which is included in this packet.

DISCUSSION

The petitioner, Len McEnery (Gas N Wash) is proposing to redevelop the entire 4.76-acre property with
a gas station, a convenience store with two quick service restaurants, and a car wash. The
convenience store would include video gaming. The site would have a seven-island automobile fueling
canopy attached to the convenience store, a separate long-tunnel car wash building with vacuums, and
a separate commercial diesel fueling canopy. One of the quick service restaurants would have a drive
through component.

The convenience store and quick service restaurant areas total 8,066 square feet. The drive thru for
one of the restaurants has stacking for fourteen (14) vehicles. The car wash has one bay and three
lanes of stacking space before the payment kiosk. The gas station and carwash uses require nineteen
(19) total parking spaces per code. The applicant has proposed fifty-five (55) parking spaces for the
gas station and sixteen (16) parking spaces for the car wash for a total of seventy-one (71) parking
spaces for the entire site.

The applicant has conducted a traffic study and has submitted a proposed site plan to IDOT. The
proposed site plan shows a reconfiguration of the two existing access points and adding one new
access point at the southernmost point of the site along Route 31. Truck traffic would access the site
off Airport Rd or at the center of the site along Route 31. Truck traffic would flow around the buildings
to the diesel fueling canopy area on the western side (rear) of the property. Trucks could exit at the
southernmost access point or make a U-turn behind the building to exit to Airport Road.

There are several requests for approval being made to the Village as part of Petition #24-13:

1. Special Use —Planned Unit Development

Any nonresidential or multiple-family parcel or parcels of land two acres or more in size shall be required
to be a planned unit development. The total site area for the proposed development is 4.76 acres.
Additionally, the gas station and car wash uses are Special Uses. The PUD would grant those uses
with conditions and code exceptions.

The requested code exceptions are listed below:



* Plans are exempt from the on-lot landscaping, required trees landscape standard outlined in
section 17.14.5.B.

* A reduction of the front yard parking landscape setback to 9'-0" from the required 50'-0"
landscape buffer required along IL Route 31.

» Areduction of the corner side yard parking landscape setback to 35'-11" from the required 50'-
0" landscape buffer required along Airport Road.

* Areduction of the rear yard parking landscape setback to 6" from the required 5'-0".

* Areduction of the front yard building setback to 16'-0" from the required 35'-0" building setback
along IL Route 31.

« Toallow an increase in the total allowed fuel pricing signage area to 46 square feet (15.3 square
feet per price x 3 prices) from the maximum of 18 square feet (3 x 6 square feet fuel signs).

+ To allow for signage for the rear (tenant-1) c-store tenant to be allowed along the front (east)
and side (north) elevations of the c-store.

+ To allow for the total allowed signage on the south of the car wash to increase to 68.3 square
feet (building and pay canopy signage) from the maximum of 49 square feet (32.6' x 1.5).

+ To allow for the total allowed signage on the north of the c-store to increase to 113.5 square
feet (building, auto and diesel signage) from the maximum of 97 square feet (64.6 x 1.5).

+ To allow the number of wall mounted signs on the c-store to be 5 signs from the maximum of
3.

« To allow the existing Asbury sign to be relocated elsewhere on site without having to be brought
to current sign code standards or count towards the total number of signs / the total number of
sign square footage allowed by the Developer.

The recommended PUD conditions are:
All outdoor lighting shall follow the Village’s Outdoor Lighting Ordinance (Chapter 8.32).

2. All dumpsters located on the subject property shall be screened per Section 14.11.A of the
Zoning Ordinance.

3. All mechanical equipment shall follow Village standards outlined in Section 12.3.D of the Zoning
Ordinance.

4. Applicant shall coordinate with Asbury about cross access and traffic control off Airport Rd as
well as the relocation of the existing Asbury sign.

5. On-site management shall effectively monitor and regulate all on-site trucking activities to
minimize any light, sound and odor emissions as well as any other performance standards per
Section 12.5 of the Zoning Ordinance. Specifically, the drive aisle on the western side of the
car wash shall be kept free and clear and shall have no truck parking, standing, idling, or
stacking. The applicant shall monitor the turning movements of trucks using the diesel lane to
ensure the safe movement of vehicles.

2. Site Plan Approval

Per Section 17.4.4.B of the Zoning Ordinance, site plan review shall be required for each building permit
application for multi-family, townhouse, commercial, and industrial development for which a site plan
has not already been approved.

Staff would like to take this opportunity to solicit feedback from the Village Board on Petition #24-13.
Staff has included the draft meeting minutes from the November 5, 2024 Plan Commission meeting in
order to provide additional context. The Plan Commission voted to recommend approval. Also included
is a draft ordinance for the Board’s review.

The SSA Territory consists of approximately 27.13
acres, more or less, and is generally situated at the
northeast corner of US Route 12 and Molidor Road in
the Village of Volo.

The purpose of this public hearing is to consider estab-
lishing the Proposed SSA to provide special services
relating to the maintenance of common areas and
facilities within the SSA Territory including the follow-
ing: maintenance of retention/detention areas and
stormwater management facilities within the SSA
Territory and maintenance of the common areas,
common area landscaping, and open space within the
SSA Territory (collectively, the “Special Services").
The Special Services will be the primary obligation of
the property owners’ association to be established in
connection with the developoment of the SSA Territory
(the “Association”). The Village will only levy SSA
taxes to finance the Special Services in the event that:
(i) the Association fails to perform the Special
Services adequately; (ii) the Village notifies the Asso-
ciation of its intent to undertake the Special Services;
(iii) the Village incurs costs in connection with the
provision of the Special Services; and (iv) the Associa-
tion fails to reimburse the Village for such costs in a
timely manner.

In the event that the Village levies SSA taxes pursuant
to the Proposed SSA, the Village proposes to levy such
taxes upon the individual developable parcels within
the SSA Territory on an ad valorum basis in an
amount sufficient to produce revenues required to
provide the Special Services, but in no event shall the
rate of such taxes exceed 1.0% of the equalized
assessed valuation of the SSA Territory. The proposed
amount of the tax levy for the Special Services for the
initial year of the Proposed SSA is $0.00.

The funds from any tax levy pursuant to the Proposed
SSA will be used by the Village to provide the Special
Services, or to reimburse the Village for costs the
Village incurred in providing the Special Services. No
maximum number of years will be established for the
Proposed SSA; the Proposed SSA will have a perpetual
duration. No bonds will be issued in connection with
the Proposed SSA.

At the public hearing, the Village Board will consider
the creation of the Proposed SSA, the SSA Territory,
the Special Services, the SSA tax levy with a proposed
maximum rate of 1.0%, the proposed perpetual dura-
tion of the Proposed SSA, and any other matters rele-
vant to the Proposed SSA.

All interested persons, including all persons owning
taxable real property within the SSA Territory, will be
given an opportunity to be heard at the hearing
regarding the Proposed SSA and maters relating to the
Proposed SSA, described in this notice, as well as an
opportunity to file objections in writing with the
Village Clerk at Village Hall to establishment of the
Proposed SSA, or any other matters described in this
notice. The public hearing may be adiourned to
another date by the Village Board without further
notice other than a notice entered upon the minutes of
said meeting fixing the time and place of its adiourn-
ment and reconvening.

If a petition signed by at least 51% of the electors
residing within the SSA Territory and at least 51% of
the owners of record of properties within the SSA
Territory is filed with the Village Clerk within sixty
(60) days after the final adiournment of the public
hearing obijecting to the establishment of the Proposed
SSA or the levy and imposition of the SSA taxes as
described herein, then the Proposed SSA shall not be
established and said SSA taxes shall not be levied or
imposed.

1. Introduction

This report summarizes the methodologies, results, and findings of a traffic impact study
conducted by Kenig, Lindgren, O’Hara, Aboona, Inc. (KLOA, Inc.) for a proposed fuel center to
be located in North Aurora, Illinois. The site is located in the southwest corner of the intersection
of IL Route 31 with Airport Road. As proposed, the fuel center is to contain the following uses:

o 14 passenger vehicle fueling positions

o Two commercial fuel lanes (CFLs)

o A tunnel car wash

o An approximately 8,000 square-foot convenience store containing an approximately 1,000

square-foot coffee/donut shop with drive-through facility

Access to the fuel center will be provided by a restricted right-in/right-out access drive and a
restricted right-turn in/left-turn in/right-turn out access drive on IL Route 31 and via the existing
full-movement access drive located on Airport Road that serves the Asbury Gardens assisted living
facility.

The purpose of this study was to examine background traffic conditions, assess the impact that the
proposed fuel center will have on traffic conditions in the area, and determine if any roadway or
access improvements are necessary to accommodate the traffic generated by the proposed fuel
center. Figure 1 shows the location of the site in relation to the area roadway system. Figure 2
shows an aerial view of the site. The sections of this report present the following:

o Existing roadway conditions

A description of the proposed fuel center

Directional distribution of the fuel center traffic

Vehicle trip generation for the fuel center

Future traffic conditions including access to the fuel center

Traffic analyses for the weekday morning and weekday evening peak hours
Recommendations with respect to adequacy of the site access and adjacent roadway system

Traffic capacity analyses were conducted for the weekday morning and weekday evening peak hours
for the following conditions:

1. Existing Conditions — Analyzes the capacity of the existing roadway system using existing
peak hour traffic volumes in the surrounding area.

2. Year 2030 No-Build Conditions — Analyzes the capacity of the existing roadway system
using peak hour traffic volumes adjusted to represent the background growth of the area.

3. Year 2030 Total Projected Conditions — Analyzes the capacity of the future roadway
system using the projected traffic volumes that include the existing traffic volumes,
background growth, and the traffic estimated to be generated by the full buildout of the
proposed fuel center.

2. Existing Conditions

Existing transportation conditions in the vicinity of the site were documented based on field visits
conducted by KLOA, Inc. in order to obtain a database for projecting future conditions. The
following provides a description of the geographical location of the site, physical characteristics
of the area roadway system including lane usage and traffic control devices, and existing peak hour
traffic volumes.

Site Location

The site, which is currently vacant, is located in the southwest corner of IL Route 31 with Airport
Road in North Aurora, Illinois. Airport Road and the Village of North Aurora Police Department
station border the site on the north, the Asbury Gardens assisted living facility borders the site on
the west, and I-88 borders the site on the south. Commercial uses are located east of the site along
the east side of IL Route 31. Industrial and warehouse/distribution uses are located west of the site.
A full-access interchange for 1-88 is located approximately 0.2 miles south of the site on IL Route
31.

Existing Roadway System Characteristics

The characteristics of the existing roadways near the fuel center are described below and illustrated
in Figure 3.

IL Route 31 is a north-south, roadway that provides two through lanes in each direction in the
vicinity of the site. North of [-88 IL Route 31 is designated as an other principal arterial and south
of I-88 it is designated as a minor arterial. At its signalized intersection with Airport Road, IL
Route 31 provides a left-turn lane and two through lanes on the northbound approach and provides
a through lane and a combined through/right-turn lane on the southbound approach. A standard-
style crosswalk is provided on the north leg of the intersection. At its signalized intersection with
the [-88 ramps and the Eden Supportive Living access drive, IL Route 31 provides a left-turn lane,
a through lane, and a combined through/right-turn lane on the northbound approach and IL Route
31 provides a left-turn lane, two through lanes, and a right-turn lane on the southbound approach.
At its unsignalized intersections with Riverview Street, the Floreria Aurora access drive, and the
Alliance Associates Realtors access drive, IL Route 31 does not provide separate turn lanes. IL
Route 31 carries an annual average daily traffic (AADT) volume of 17,800 vehicles north of I-88
and 21,100 vehicles south of I-88 (Illinois Department of Transportation [IDOT] 2023). IL Route
56 runs concurrently with IL 31 north of the [-88 ramps, is under the jurisdiction of IDOT and has
a posted speed limit of 35 miles per hour.

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Airport Road is generally an east-west, major collector roadway that extends west from its T-
intersection with IL Route 31 and provides one lane in each direction. At its signalized intersection
with IL Route 31, Airport Road provides a left-turn lane and a right-turn lane on the eastbound
approach. A standard-style crosswalk is provided on the west leg of the intersection. At its
unsignalized intersection with the Asbury Gardens east access drive and the North Aurora Police
Department station access drive, Airport Road provides a left-turn lane and a combined
through/right-turn lane on the eastbound approach and a combined left-turn/through/right-turn lane
on the westbound approach. At its unsignalized intersection with the Asbury Gardens west access
drive and Perftech access drive, Airport Road provides a combined left-turn/through/right-turn
lane on the eastbound and westbound approaches. Airport Road carries an AADT of 2,650 vehicles
(IDOT 2023), is under the jurisdiction of the Village of North Aurora, and has a posted speed limit
of 35 miles per hour.

The 1-88 ramps provide full access to both eastbound and westbound I-88 and intersect IL Route
31 opposite the access drive for Eden Supportive Living Fox Valley. At its signalized intersection
with IL Route 31, the I-88 ramps provide a combined left-turn/through lane and a right-turn lane
on the eastbound approach and the access drive provides a combined left-turn/through/right-turn
lane on the westbound approach. A standard-style crosswalk is provided on the east leg of the
intersection. The I[-88 ramps carry an AADT volume of 9,500 vehicles (IDOT 2022).

Riverview Street is an east-west, local roadway that extends east from its T-intersection with IL
Route 31 and provides one lane in each direction. At its unsignalized intersection with IL Route
31, Riverview Street provides a combined left-turn/right-turn lane on the westbound approach that
is under stop sign control. Riverview Street is under the jurisdiction of the Village of North Aurora
and has a posted speed limit of 25 miles per hour.

Existing Traffic Volumes

To determine current traffic conditions in the vicinity of the site, KLOA, Inc. conducted peak
period traffic counts on Thursday, September 12, 2024, during the weekday morning (7:00 to 9:00
A.M.) and evening (4:00 to 6:00 P.M.) peak periods at the following intersections:

o IL Route 31 with Airport Road
o IL Route 31 with I-88 Ramps/Eden Supportive Living Access Drive

° IL Route 31 with Riverview Street

° IL Route 31 with Floreria Aurora Access Drive

o IL Route 31 with Alliance Associates Realtors Access Drive

o Airport Road with Asbury Gardens East Access Drive/North Aurora Police Department

station Access Drive
o Airport Road with Asbury Gardens West Access Drive/Perftech Access Drive

The results of the traffic counts indicated that the weekday morning peak hour of traffic occurs
from 7:15 A.M. to 8:15 A.M. and the weekday evening peak hour of traffic occurs from 4:00 P.M.
to 5:00 P.M. Figure 4 illustrates the existing peak hour vehicle traffic volumes. Copies of the
traffic count summary sheets are included in the Appendix.

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Crash Data Summary

KLOA, Inc. obtained crash data from IDOT for the most recent past five years available (2019 to
2023) for the roadway intersections included in the study. A summary of the crash data is available
in Tables 1 through 3. A review of the crash data indicated that no fatalities were reported at any
of the intersections .

3. Traffic Characteristics of the Proposed Fuel Center

To properly evaluate future traffic conditions in the surrounding area, it was necessary to determine
the traffic characteristics of the proposed fuel center, including the directional distribution and
volumes of traffic that it will generate.

Proposed Site and Development Plan

As proposed, the fuel center is to contain the following uses:

J 14 fueling positions for passenger vehicles

o Two commercial fuel lanes (CFLs)

o A tunnel car wash

o An approximately 8,000 square-foot convenience store containing an approximately 1,000

square-foot coffee/donut shop with drive-through facility

Access to the development will be provided via two access drives on IL Route 31 and one access
drive on Airport Road, as summarized below:

J A proposed restricted right-in/right-out access drive on located on the west side of IL Route
31 located just south of Riverview Street. This access drive will provide one inbound land
and one outbound lane with the movements restricted to right-turns only via a raised
concrete channelized median and signage. Outbound movements will be under stop sign
control.

o A proposed restricted right-turn in/left-turn in/right-turn out access drive located on the
west side of IL Route 31, located approximately 365 feet south of Airport Road. This access
drive will provide one inbound lane and one outbound lane, with the outbound lane
restricted to right-turns only with a raised concrete channelized median and signage.
Outbound movements will be under stop sign control. As part of the development, the IL
Route 31 existing northbound left-turn lane serving Airport Road will be extended by
approximately 200 feet with 215-foot taper that will serve both Airport Road and the
proposed access drive. Additionally, a 115-foot southbound right-turn with a 115-foot taper
will be provided on IL Route 31 serving the access drive.

J The existing Asbury Gardens east access drive located opposite the North Aurora Police
Department station access drive and located approximately 235 feet west of IL Route 31.
As proposed, this access drive will be widened to accommodate the turning truck traffic
and will continue to provide one inbound lane and one outbound lane. The outbound
movements should be under stop sign control.

A copy of the site plan depicting the proposed fuel center and access drives is included in the
Appendix.

Directional Distribution

The directions from which patrons and employees will approach and depart the site were estimated
based on existing travel patterns, as determined from the traffic counts, and the operation of the
roadway system. Figure 5 illustrates the directional distribution of the fuel center-generated
traffic.

Peak Hour Traffic Volumes

The number of passenger vehicle peak hour trips estimated to be generated by the proposed fuel
center was based on the rates contained in Trip Generation Manual, 11" Edition, published by the
Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE). Given the limited traffic generation data available for
fuel stations specific to trucks, the number of truck peak hour trips estimated to be generated by
the proposed development was based on the maximum number of trucks using the fueling lanes
during the peak hour. This is estimated at four trucks per lane per hour.

It is important to note that surveys conducted by ITE have shown that approximately 60 percent
of trips generated by fuel centers and 70 percent of trips generated to drive-through coffee/donut
shops are diverted from the existing traffic on the roadway system. This is particularly true during
the weekday morning and evening peak hours, when traffic diverted from the home-to-work and
work-to-home trips. Such diverted trips are referred to as pass-by traffic. In addition, a 20 percent
interaction reduction was applied to the trips estimated for the proposed drive-through restaurant
and the car wash to take into account the interaction that will occur between the proposed uses.

Table 4 shows the site-generated traffic volumes for the proposed development. A copy of the ITE
trip generation summary sheets is included in the Appendix.

4. Projected Traffic Conditions

The total projected traffic volumes include the existing traffic volumes, increase in background
traffic due to growth, and the traffic estimated to be generated by the proposed subject fuel center.

Fuel Center Traffic Assignment

The estimated weekday morning and weekday evening peak hour traffic volumes that will be
generated by the proposed fuel center were assigned to the roadway system in accordance with the
previously described directional distribution (Figure 5). Figure 6 illustrates the traffic assignment
of the new passenger vehicle trips and Figure 7 illustrates the traffic assignment of the pass-by
trips.

Background (No-Build) Traffic Conditions

The existing traffic volumes (Figure 4) were increased by a regional growth factor to account for
the increase in existing traffic related to regional growth in the area (i.e., not attributable to any
particular planned development). Based on Annual Average Daily Traffic (AADT) projections
provided by the Chicago Metropolitan Agency for Planning (CMAP) in a letter dated September
23, 2024, the existing traffic volumes are projected to increase by a total of seven percent (1.1
percent compounded annually) to represent Year 2030 no-build conditions (one-year buildout plus
five years). Year 2030 background traffic volumes are shown in Figure 8.

Year 2030 Total Projected Traffic Volumes

The development-generated traffic (Figures 6 and 7) was added to the Year 2030 no-build traffic
volumes (Figure 8) to determine the projected Year 2030 total traffic volumes, as shown in Figure
9.

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5. Traffic Analysis and Recommendations

The following provides an evaluation conducted for the weekday morning and weekday evening
peak hours. The analysis includes conducting capacity analyses to determine how well the roadway
system and access drives are projected to operate and whether any roadway improvements or
modifications are required.

Traffic Analyses

Roadway and adjacent or nearby intersection analyses were performed for the weekday morning
and evening peak hours for the existing (Year 2024), Year 2030 no-build, and Year 2030 total
projected traffic volumes.

The traffic analyses were performed using the methodologies outlined in the Transportation
Research Board’s Highway Capacity Manual (HCM), 6" Edition and analyzed using
Synchro/SimTraffic 11 software. The analysis for the traffic-signal controlled intersection were
accomplished using actual cycle lengths and phasings to determine the average overall vehicle
delay and levels of services.

The analyses for the unsignalized intersections determine the average control delay to vehicles at
an intersection. Control delay is the elapsed time from a vehicle joining the queue at a stop sign
(includes the time required to decelerate to a stop) until its departure from the stop sign and
resumption of free flow speed. The methodology analyzes each intersection approach controlled
by a stop sign and considers traffic volumes on all approaches and lane characteristics.

The ability of an intersection to accommodate traffic flow is expressed in terms of level of service,
which is assigned a letter from A to F based on the average control delay experienced by vehicles
passing through the intersection. The Highway Capacity Manual definitions for levels of service
and the corresponding control delay for signalized intersections and unsignalized intersections are
included in the Appendix of this report.

Summaries of the traffic analysis results showing the level of service and overall intersection delay
(measured in seconds) for the existing (2024), Year 2030 no-build, and Year 2030 total projected
conditions are presented in Tables 5 through 9. A discussion of each intersection follows.
Summary sheets for the capacity analyses are included in the Appendix.

Discussion and Recommendations

The following summarizes how the intersections are projected to operate and identifies any
roadway and traffic control improvements necessary to accommodate the fuel center-generated
traffic.

IL Route 31 with Airport Road

The results of the capacity analysis indicate that this intersection currently operates at an overall
Level of Service (LOS) A during the weekday morning peak hour and at LOS C during the
weekday evening peak hour. All the intersection movements currently operate at LOS D or better
during both peak hours except the eastbound right-turn movement which currently operates at LOS
E during the weekday morning peak hour and at LOS F during the weekday evening peak hour.
The poor level of service is due to the fact that the analyses has assumed no right-turns on red, per
IDOT requirements, even thorough they are permitted at this intersection. As such, the eastbound
right-turn movement and, subsequently, the overall intersection operates better than the analyses
indicate.

Under Year 2030 no-build conditions, the intersection is projected to operate at LOS B during the
weekday morning peak hour and at LOS C during the weekday evening peak hour. All the
movements are projected to continue to operate at LOS D or better accept the eastbound right-turn
movement.

Under Year 2030 total projected conditions, the intersection is projected to continue to operate
overall at LOS B during the weekday morning peak hour and at LOS C during the weekday
evening peak hour. All the movements are projected to continue to operate at LOS D or better
accept the eastbound left-turn and right-turn movements. The left-turn movement is projected to
operate at the threshold of LOS D/E during the weekday morning peak hour and LOS D during
the weekday evening peak hour and the eastbound right-turn movement is projected to continue to
operate at LOS E during the weekday morning peak hour and at LOS F during the weekday
evening peak hour. Assuming right-turns on red, the eastbound right-turn movement is projected
to operate at LOS B during the weekday morning peak hour and LOS C during the weekday
evening peak hour. As such, this intersection has adequate reserve capacity to accommodate the
traffic estimated to be generated by the proposed fuel center and no roadway improvements or
traffic control modifications are required in conjunction with the proposed fuel center.

IL Route 31 with I-88 Ramps/Eden Supportive Living Access Drive

The results of the capacity analysis indicate that this signalized intersection currently operates at
LOS C during the weekday morning and evening peak hours. All the intersection movements
currently operate at LOS D or better during both peak hours except the eastbound through/left-
turn movement which currently operates at LOS F during the weekday morning peak hour and at
LOS E during the weekday evening peak hour. In addition, field observations have shown that the
northbound left-turn movement can experience some significant queuing during the weekday
evening peak hour. This is due in part to the reduced green time that these movements receive.



Assuming the Year 2030 no-build conditions, this intersection is projected to operate at LOS C
during the weekday morning peak hour and LOS D during the weekday evening peak hour. All
the intersection movements are projected to operate at LOS D or better during both peak hours
except the eastbound through/left-turn movement and the northbound left-turn movement. The
eastbound through/left-turn movement is projected to operate at LOS F during the weekday
morning peak hour and at LOS E during the weekday evening peak hour and the northbound left-
turn movement is projected to operate at LOS E during the weekday evening peak hour.

Assuming the Year 2030 total conditions, this intersection is projected to operate at LOS D during
the weekday morning and evening peak hours. All the intersection movements are projected to
operate at LOS D or better during both peak hours except the eastbound through/left-turn
movement and the northbound left-turn movement. The eastbound through/left-turn movement is
projected to continue to operate at LOS F during the weekday morning and evening peak hours
and the northbound left-turn movement is projected to operate at LOS F during the weekday
evening peak hour. It should be noted that the southbound through movement is projected to
operate at on the threshold of LOS D/E. If the Year 2030 total traffic volumes are realized, it is
recommended that the traffic signal timings at this intersection should be reoptimized to better
distributed the green time over the various movements.

IL Route 31 with Riverview Street/Proposed Right-In/Right-Out Access Drive

The results of the capacity analysis indicate that the westbound approach from Riverview Street
currently operates at LOS B during the weekday morning and weekday evening peak hours. The
southbound left-turn movement currently operates at LOS A during the peak hours.

Under Year 2030 no-build conditions, the westbound approach and left-turn movement are
projected to continue operating at the current levels of service.

Access to the development is to be provided via a restricted right-in/right-out access drive located
on the west side of IL Route 31 just south of Riverview Street. This access drive will provide one
inbound land and one outbound lane with the movements restricted to right-turns only via a raised
concrete channelized median and signage. Outbound movements will be under stop sign control.

Under Year 2030 total projected conditions, the Riverview Street and the outbound lane of the
access drive are projected to operate at LOS B during the weekday morning and evening peak
hours and the southbound left-turn movement is projected to continue operating at LOS A during
the peak hours. As such, this access drive is projected to provide flexible and efficient access to
the site and with limited impact on the operation of the intersection.



IL Route 31 with Floreria Aurora Access Drive

The results of the capacity analysis indicate that the westbound approach currently operates at LOS
B during the weekday morning peak hour and at LOS A during the weekday evening peak hour.
The southbound left-turn movement currently operates at LOS A during the peak hours. Under
Year 2030 no-build and total projected conditions, the access drive approach and left-turn
movement are projected to continue operating at the current levels of service. It should be noted
that the northbound left-turn lane serving Airport Road will be extended past this access drive.
However, given the limited traffic using the access drive, the extension of the left-turn lane is
projected to have limited impact on this intersection. As such, the intersection has sufficient
reserve capacity to accommodate the traffic to be generated by the fuel center and no roadway
improvements or traffic control modifications are required.

IL Route 31 with Alliance Associates Realtors Access Drive/Proposed Three-Fourths Access Drive

The results of the capacity analysis indicate that the westbound approach currently operates at LOS
B during the weekday morning peak hour and at LOS A during the weekday evening peak hour.
The southbound left-turn movement currently operates at LOS A during the peak hours.

Under Year 2030 no-build conditions, the westbound approach and southbound left-turn
movement are projected to continue operating at the current levels of service.

Access to the development is to be provided via a proposed restricted right-turn in/left-turn
in/right-turn out access drive located on the west side of IL Route 31 located approximately 365
feet south of Airport Road and opposite Alliance Associates Realtors Access Drive. This access
drive will provide one inbound lane and one outbound lane with the outbound lane restricted to
right-turns only via a raised concrete channelized median and signage. Outbound movements will
be under stop sign control. As part of the development, the IL Route 31 existing northbound left-
turn lane serving Airport Road will be extended by approximately 200 feet with 215-foot taper
that will serve both Airport Road and the proposed access drive. Additionally, a 115-foot
southbound right-turn with a 115-foot taper will be provided on IL Route 31 serving the access
drive.

Under Year 2030 total projected conditions, the fuel center access drive outbound movement is
projected to operate at LOS B during the weekday morning and evening peak hours. The
westbound approach from the Alliance Associates Realtors access drive is projected to operate at
LOS C during the weekday morning peak hour and at LOS A during the weekday evening peak
hour. The northbound and southbound left-turn movements are projected to operate at LOS A
during the peak hours. As such, this access drive is projected to provide flexible and efficient
access to the site with limited impact on the operation of the existing intersection.



Airport Road with Asbury Gardens East Access Drive/North Aurora Police Department Station
Access Drive

The results of the capacity analysis indicate that the northbound and southbound approaches
currently operate at LOS B or better during the weekday morning and weekday evening peak
hours. The eastbound and westbound left-turn movements operate at LOS A during the peak hours.

Under Year 2030 no-build conditions, the critical approaches and movements are projected to
continue operating at the current levels of service.

Access to the development is to be provided via the existing Asbury Gardens east access drive
located opposite the North Aurora Police Department station access drive and approximately 235
feet west of IL Route 31. As proposed, this access drive will be widened to accommodate the
turning truck traffic and will continue to provide one inbound lane and one outbound lane. The
outbound movements should be under stop sign control.

Under Year 2030 total projected conditions, the access drive approach is projected to operate at
LOS B during the weekday morning and evening peak hours and have 95" percentile queues of
approximately one to two vehicles. The southbound approach is projected to operate at LOS C and
the eastbound and westbound left-turn movements are projected to operate at LOS A during the
peak hours. As such, this intersection has adequate reserve capacity to accommodate the traffic
estimated to be generated by the proposed fuel center and no additional roadway improvements or
traffic control modifications are required in conjunction with the proposed fuel center.

Airport Road with Asbury Gardens West Access Drive/Perftech Access Drive

The results of the capacity analysis indicate that that the northbound and southbound approaches
currently operate at LOS B or better during the weekday morning and evening peak hours. The
eastbound and westbound left-turn movements operate at LOS A during the peak hours. Under
Year 2030 no-build and total projected conditions, the critical approaches and movements are
projected to continue operating at the current levels of service. As such, the proposed fuel center
is projected to have a limited impact on this intersection and no roadway or traffic control
modifications are required.



6. Conclusion

Based on the preceding analyses and recommendations, the following conclusions have been

made:

The traffic projected to be generated by the proposed fuel center will be reduced due to the
volume of pass-by traffic that will be diverted from the existing traffic on the adjacent
roadways.

Access to the development will be provided as summarized below:

o

A proposed restricted right-in/right-out access drive on located on the west side of
IL Route 31 located just south of Riverview Street. This access drive will provide
one inbound land and one outbound lane with the movements restricted to right-
turns only via a raised concrete channelized median and signage. Outbound
movements will be under stop sign control.

A proposed restricted right-turn in/left-turn in/right-turn out access drive located on
the west side of IL Route 31 located approximately 365 feet south of Airport Road.
This access drive will provide one inbound lane and one outbound lane with the
outbound lane restricted to right-turns only with a raised concrete channelized
median and signage. Outbound movements will be under stop sign control. As part
of the development, the IL Route 31 existing northbound left-turn lane serving
Airport Road will be extended by approximately 200 feet with 215-foot taper that
will serve both Airport Road and the proposed access drive. Additionally, a 115-
foot southbound right-turn with a 115-foot taper will be provided on IL Route 31
serving the access drive.

The existing Asbury Gardens east access drive located opposite the North Aurora
Police Department station access drive and located approximately 235 feet west of
IL Route 31. As proposed, this access drive will be widened to accommodate the
turning truck traffic and will continue to provide one inbound lane and one
outbound lane. The outbound movements should be under stop sign control.

The area roadway system has generally sufficient reserve capacity to accommodate the
additional traffic to be generated by the proposed fuel center. If the 2030 total traffic
volumes are realized, the traffic signal timings at the IL Route 31 with I-88 ramps and the
Eden Supportive Living Access Drive should be reoptimized.

The proposed access system will be adequate in accommodating the traffic projected to be
generated by the proposed fuel center.

PLAN COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES
NOVEMBER 5, 2024

CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Mike Brackett called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.

ROLL CALL

In attendance: Commissioners, Anna Tuohy, Tom Lenkart, Alex Negro, Scott Branson, Richard Newell,
Mark Bozik, and Doug Botkin.

Not in attendance: Commissioner Aaron Anderson.

Staff in attendance: Community Development Director Nathan Darga and Planner David Hansen

PUBLIC HEARING

2. Petition #24-13 (230 South Lincolnway): The petitioner, Len McEnery / Gas N Wash, requests
the following actions in the B-2 General Commercial District:
a. Special Use — Planned Unit Development
b. Site Plan Approval

Motion to open the public hearing was made by Commissioner Lenkart and seconded by Commissioner
Botkin. Motion approved.

Community Development Director Nathan Darga introduced Petition #24-13 for Gas N Wash at 230 S
Lincolnway. Darga mentioned the property is a vacant parking lot that is east of Asbury Gardens, south of
Airport Rd, and north of Interstate 88. The parcel is currently zoned B-2 and the property has been vacant
for several decades since the OTB was demolished. The property is owned by Asbury Gardens who owns
the assisted living facility to the west. The petitioner, Gas N Wash, is proposing to redevelop the 4.7 acre
property with a gas station, convenience store with two quick service restaurant spaces inside (one with
drive thru), and a separate long tunnel car wash building with vacuums. There is also a separate diesel
facility in the rear. Darga showed a PowerPoint of the site plan, landscape plan, building elevations, and
signage plan. Darga said since the property is greater than 2 acres in size, so a planned unit development is
required. Gas stations and car washes are special uses in the B-2 District. The ordinance would approve the
uses and PUD. The Zoning Ordinance would require eighteen (18) parking spaces for the gas station use
and one (1) parking space for the car wash use, for a total of 19 parking space for the entire site. The
applicant has proposed fifty-five (55) parking spaces for the gas station and sixteen (16) parking spaces for
the car wash for a total of seventy-one (71) parking spaces for the entire site.

The existing site has two access points. The petitioner would also add a third access point. The access points
would include a full access on Airport Road, a left in and right out for the middle of the site onto Route 31,
and the southern access point would be right in right out onto Route 31. Truck traffic would access the site
off of Airport Rd or at the center of the site along Route 31. Truck traffic would flow around the buildings
through the site to the diesel fueling canopy area on the western side of the property and only be able to
exit at the southernmost access point on Route 31. The petitioner is working with Illinois Department of
Transportation (IDOT) since Route 31 is an IDOT road. The 2023 Comprehensive Plan recommends ‘Local
Commercial’ use for the subject property. The subject property is located in the Comprehensive Plan’s IL
Route 31 I-88 Gateway Subarea Plan, which states I-88 Gateway, as Route 31 travels away from the Village
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Center, and its walkable, grid street blocks, the corridor becomes a large-scale, state highway district that
caters to the automobile and truck traffic. Potential uses include a larger one use, or commercial retail and
service uses catering to nearby residents and motorists traveling along IL Route 31.

Darga said Gas N Wash is asking for code exceptions in the PUD. Most of the requests have to do with
fitting the plan into the existing site after the right of way takes happen and roadway improvements are
done, which include widening the road. This area of town has a 50-foot landscape buffer on Airport Rd and
Route 31. Several streets in the Village have this buffer. Most parcels on Route 31 have this buffer varied
or entirely eliminated due to it being impossible with existing parcel setbacks and configurations. The rear
yard landscape setback is being reduced to six (6) inches, which is mostly along the access road that is
touching the Asbury parking lot to the west. The garage, dumpster and maintenance building are all in this
area for Asbury. Asbury’s main building with residents is located further north and has the largest buffer
and landscape area on site. No windows for this building face out towards the diesel area. The other
exception for the site is a front yard setback for the canopy coming into the car wash. Darga said there are
also signage exceptions that are listed in the packet. Darga showed signage elevations of monument signs,
directional signage and wall signs. Darga said there are two monument signs (one for the car wash and one
for the gas station). Darga added the signage exceptions are for more signage area and for the number signs
located on the building walls. Most are for the Convenience Store (C-store) itself due to the store having
two tenant spaces available inside. There is only one drive thru restaurant and the c-store would also have
video gaming terminals.

Chairman Brackett asked how the semi traffic will flow on site. Darga said the front eastern portion of the
site would have automobile gas pumps and the rear (west side) would have diesel pumps for trucks. Truck
traffic would access the site off of Airport Rd or at the center of the site along Route 31. Truck traffic would
flow around the buildings through the site to the diesel fueling canopy area on the western side of the
property and only be able to exit at the southernmost access point on Route 31. Commissioner Botkin asked
if you can go north when exiting the property on Route 31. Darga said only the Airport Rd exit allows
vehicles to exit the site north.

Chris Kalischefski, the project planner/architect with the WT Group addressed the Plan Commission.
Lyman Tieman, the attorney of Gas N Wash, Len McEnery, the ownership of Gas N Wash, Brian Hurts,
the civil engineer for the project, and Micheal Werthmann of KLOA, conducted the traffic study, were in
attendance.

Kalischefski mentioned the traffic for the commercial fueling lanes comes from the north and goes through
the canopy, but there is a purposeful turn around spot for the trucks going through and can come back up
to Airport Rd if necessary. Darga said trucks can turn left in from Route 31 or come in from Airport Rd.
Then the trucks would come through the diesel fueling area, then either exit south out to Route 31 or they
can make a U turn and go back north and exit onto Airport Rd but are restricted from going into the front
of the building to the general automobile area. Chairman Brackett asked how many fueling lanes there are
for the diesel. Kalischefski said there are only two lanes for the fueling canopy near the building, but there
is a two-way bypass lane on the western edge of the pavement. Kalischefski said this is not a truck stop,
there is no designated or aisle parking, no sit-down restaurant, no shower room or laundry facility. The
prime customers for the site are day runners who are already on Route 31. This should not increase truck
traffic or draw more to the area since freeway traffic already have fueling cards to other larger gas station
chains. Kalischefski said we are looking for box trucks, day runners and 53-foot trailers for our commercial
truck traffic. Chairman Brackett asked about truckers who need to run inside the store. Kalischefski said
there is a pavement line that allows trucks to pull up (about 70 feet long area) and run inside. Trucks take
about 20 minutes to fuel up.



Kalischefski said the automobile and CDL traffic is separate for a reason and should enhance site
accessibility and flow. The roadway connecting Airport Rd to the diesel pumps is 25 feet wide two-lane
road. Trucks can’t park along this stretch, and this reduces hazards. The car wash customers are also
separate on the north side of the site and it’s an express car wash. Kalischefski said the car wash traffic
would go to the canopy, through canopy and make a left hand turn so people can see where they are going,
go through the tunnel and can vacuum before or after the wash. The car wash is rollover and there is a
heater in the car wash to dry the vehicles.

Kalischefski went through the site exceptions for the PUD. The geometry of the site makes these exceptions
warranted to meet drive aisle widths and building setbacks. The site exceptions include a reduction of the
front yard parking landscape setback to 9'-0" from the required 50'-0" landscape buffer required along IL
Route 31. Darga said the current setback for the parking lot is zero feet at the property line. Kalischefski
said there is a reduction of the corner side yard parking landscape setback to 35'-11" from the required 50'-
0" landscape buffer required along Airport Road. A reduction of the rear yard parking landscape setback to
6" from the required 5'-0". A reduction of the front yard building setback to 16'-0" from the required 35'-0"
building setback along IL Route 31. Kalischefski said this exception is needed to help provide sun shelters
to see the ATMs for the car wash canopy.

Kalischefski went through the sign exceptions for the PUD and said when asking for a variance we need to
usually give something up on our end. We have reduced the overall signage for the site by a large quantity.
We have six businesses on this site and are complementary to each other. Thus, the sign exceptions are to
allow an increase in the total allowed fuel pricing signage area to 46 square feet (15.3 square feet per price
x 3 prices) from the maximum of 18 square feet (3 x 6 square feet fuel signs). To allow for signage for the
rear (tenant-1) c-store tenant to be allowed along the front (east) and side (north) elevations of the c-store.
To allow for the total allowed signage on the south of the car wash to increase to 68.3 square feet (building
and pay canopy signage) from the maximum of 49 square feet (32.6' x 1.5). To allow for the total allowed
signage on the north of the c-store to increase to 113.5 square feet (building, auto and diesel signage) from
the maximum of 97 square feet (64.6 x 1.5). To allow the number of wall mounted signs on the c-store to
be 5 signs from the maximum of 3. Darga said the packet includes the signage plan and all the details.
Kalischefski went into detail regarding wall signage challenges since the building determines the sign size
and quantity, so we are asking for more signs, but smaller signs. Kalischefski explained why the fueling
signage numbers need to be bigger for safety purposes but are still in line with the United States sign council
requirements.

Kalischefski said the quick service restaurants will be a coffee offering while the second tenant will be a
restaurant for either tacos, burgers or something similar. Kalischefski said the landscape total trees variance
is short on the total number required by code, but we still are providing 93 trees for the site, 166 evergreen
shrubs, 284 deciduous shrubs, and 1,986 perennials and grasses. This will be a tremendous improvement
of the current site. Gas N Wash is known for its landscaping, cleanliness, and ease of maneuvering around
the site. All utilities are there and sufficient for the use and won’t be a burden on the community.
Kalischefski continued and said there will be high quality masonry materials, a t shaped canopy, and nice
use of landscaping and signage. Lastly the floor area ratio density is a max of two (2.0) for the site per code,
but we are only at .07. Also, this is an allowable special use in the B-2 and we hire and support local.

Commissioner Newell asked about truck maneuvering into the site. Kalischefski said there will be a
provided left lane into the site as well as a dedicated right turn lane on Route 31 on the western portion of
the road into the site. Darga said there will be two lanes in both directions with a center left turn lane as
well as a deacceleration lane southbound into the middle curb cut. The roadway will be wider than it is
today. Commissioner Newell asked where other Gas N Wash businesses are located at. Kalischefski said
there are quite a few from Green Oaks to Joliet, but Yorkville has a location that is pretty close. Hansen



mentioned the closest Gas N Wash is located at the corner of Orchard Rd and Jericho Rd in Montgomery.
Kalischefski said all sites have similar landscaping and food offerings.

Commissioner Negro thanked the petitioner for the through presentation and had no other questions.
Commissioner Tuohy asked about the hours of operation for the restaurants. Commissioner Tuohy asked
about truck deliveries for the c-store, overnight parking, and video gaming. Kalischefski said the restaurants
are not 24/7 but there are set hours for each restaurant. The car wash is not 24 hours. Only the C-store,
video gaming and gas pumps for automobiles are 24 hours. Truck fueling are for the day runners, so it is
not open all night. Kalischefski said the truck delivery times are in the early mornings and from a safety
standpoint, before the rush of other customers. There is no parking or overnight parking allowed for trucks.
State of Illinois allows video gaming for diesel fueling, but video gaming is usually more local pull. Video
gaming is open 24 hours because it is part of the floor area of the C-store. Commissioner Tuohy asked about
underground storage containers. Darga said they will need to follow all EPA regulations. Kalischefski said
Illinois is third most stringent State on this topic. The State fire marshal can inspect whenever they want
and the technology these days has made leaks and other concerns of tanks extremely rare.

Commissioner Lenkart asked about truck traffic configuration. Darga shared the improvements will help
mitigate unnecessary turns and congestion into the site. Commissioner Lenkart was concerned about the
turning movements on the southwestern position of the site by commercial fueling canopy. Kalischefski
said it meets turning requirements and provides an ample amount of space to turn around. Commissioner
Lenkart asked what vehicles are allowed to use the diesel canopy. Kalischefski said fueling in the front is
for standard trucks and automobiles. Commissioner Lenkart had a concern about the vacuum area of the
car wash regarding congestion. Kalischefski said the vacuum area spaces are 10 feet wide, and the vacuums
have it where the hose is used for just that side of the car. The cars will travel south once done with the car
wash and exit the site north or east depending on preference. Kalischefski mentioned he has designed
various gas stations and car washes in the area and understand the concerns. This site is large enough it
should alleviate congestion and dangerous movements. Commissioner Lenkart asked about parking for the
C-store and quick service restaurants. Darga said it is on the north side of the c-store and meets code.

Commissioner Negro had no comments. Commissioner Branson asked what the dimensions of the
turnaround area is for the trucks. Kalischefski said the width of the driveway is 62 feet and the distance
from the canopy to the southern curb is 141 feet. The turnaround is about 87 feet. Commissioner Branson
asked if the dimensions are similar to Gas N Wash in Montgomery and what food tenants are there.
Kalischefski said Orchard Rd goes out a little wider at this site and there is only one food tenant since the
building is 6,500 square feet. Commissioner Botkin had no comments or questions.

Commissioner Bozik asked about the water detention and retention on the property. Brian Hurts, civil
engineer, said the site drains west to east. It will go through IDOT hydraulic review. The site is actually
reducing the impervious area compared to the site in the past when there was a building on the property.
Hurts said the Kane County stormwater ordinance requires the imperious area of Jan 2002 to be listed. This
should reduce the impervious surface down to 15,000 to 20,000 square feet to what it is now. The Ordinance
requires the Village’s engineer have a say on BMP’s and other stormwater aspects to ensure the roadway
does not become a hazard. Commissioner Bozik asked if cross access easements are provided for the north
and south sides by Asbury for emergency vehicles. Darga said there is cross access on the north drive aisle,
but the south access is blocked off currently but can add emergency access as a condition. Hansen said one
of the conditions includes cross access easements on the north end with Asbury, but staff can add the
southern access cross easement into the condition as well.

Commissioner Bozik asked what the pavement type will be for the turnaround area. Hurts said the area
around the canopy is always concrete, but the turnaround bowl would be asphalt, but we can look at it to
see if concrete makes sense. Commissioner Bozik asked about the existing Asbury sign on the property and
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if that will now be offsite. Darga said staff brought this up as a concern in the preliminary zoning comments.
Darga added the Village is working on a project for the intersection of Airport and Lincolnway for the turn
radius and redoing the signals. As part of the project, there was going to be a corner clip that would require
the sign to be moved. Darga asked if the sign is still on the property or going to be located onto Asbury’s.
Hurts said the sign will be relocated to the northwest side of the drive aisle, but on the gas station property.
Commissioner Bozik asked to have the off-site sign be mentioned as a condition.

Chairman Brackett had a question regarding the size of the truck for diesel pumps. Hurts said there are no
size restrictions since the dimensions are for a WB 65 which is the full-size truck and trailer. Chairman
Brackett asked about the number of monument signs on the property. Kalischefski said that there are two
monument signs, one for the car wash and one for the gas station. The size, height and number all meet the
sign ordinance. The only thing that is an exception is the fuel pricing area for the c-store on the sign.
Commissioner Newell asked about the c-store ownership and if it is a separate company. Kalischefski said
Gas N Wash is the owner and it is not sublet.

Al Broholm, North Aurora resident and parcel owner on Route 31, said he is very excited about this project
and this property has been vacant and an eye sore for a very long time. It used to be a racetrack, then a
banquet hall with a second floor and then an OTB. This is an acceptable use for the property to me. I have
bought property in numerous states and helped write the zoning code awhile back. This is a good use for
this property and would love to see this project happen.

Chairman Brackett closed the public hearing.
NEW BUSINESS
2. Petition #24-13 (230 South Lincolnway): The petitioner, Len McEnery / Gas N Wash, requests
the following actions in the B-2 General Commercial District:

a. Special Use — Planned Unit Development
b. Site Plan Approval

Chairman Brackett summarized the concerns, which included the turnaround area. Darga said the staff
report has five conditions including screening for dumpsters and monitoring on site trucks. Staff
recommends approval with these conditions. Darga said the first proposal was flipped with the car wash on
the south and c-store on the north, but this one presented has been the best layout.

Commissioner Negro, Tuohy and Branson said the turnaround is concerning, but it appears it is a staff and
engineering issue to review. Commissioner Lenkart voiced his concerns on the truck turnaround dimensions
and how the vacuum area congestion could be problematic. Darga said there are a few areas in the Village
that have these turnarounds in truck courts. Commissioner Newell said the plan looks great. Commissioner
Bozik said the turnaround is a concern, but if it doesn’t work out, the business will be the one who will be
impacted and need to correct it.

Commissioner Bozik said the conditions for the offsite sign and cross access easements should be added
and updated. Commissioner Botkin agreed with Commissioner Bozik’s concerns and comments. Chairman
Brackett agreed and said the project is going to be millions of dollars and the engineers must be confident
it will work. Commissioner Lenkart asked if signage could be added to help alleviate potential turnaround
confusion. Commissioner Lenkart asked why they have more signage than Casey’s. Chairman Brackett said
they have more businesses on site and that’s why there is more signage. Darga said the sign sizes are smaller
than code, but the number of signs is where it deviates from it. Commissioner Tuohy asked if a condition
can be added to emphasize the turn radius be reviewed in great detail.
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Motion for approval of Petition #24-13, as presented by staff with three additional conditions regarding
emergency / cross easement access, off site signage and engineering review of the turnaround area was
made by Commissioner Newell and seconded by Commissioner Bozik. Vote: Tuohy — Yes Lenkart — No,
Negro — Yes, Branson— Yes, Newell — Yes, Bozik — Yes. Botkin — Yes. Motion approved.

APPROVING A SPECIAL USE FOR A PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT FOR A GAS
N WASH ON 4.76 ACRES OF PROPERTY AT 230 S. LINCOLNWAY IN THE
VILLAGE OF NORTH AURORA

WHEREAS, an application has been filed for a Special Use as a Planned Development for
certain real estate described herein (the “Petition”) in the Village of North Aurora, an Illinois
municipal corporation (“Village”) by Len McEnery (“Developer”) as described in the application
materials attached as Exhibit B; and,

WHEREAS, the parcel of land located is at 230 S. Lincolnway and legally described in
the document attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit A (“Subject Property™) is
currently, zoned B-2, General Commercial District; and,

WHEREAS, the North Aurora Plan Commission (“Plan Commission”) held a public
hearing on November 5, 2024 on the Petition for Special Use — Planned Unit Development for the
Subject Property to allow a Gas Station with Convenience Store and Car Wash and site plan review
in accordance with State and local laws, including the notice requirements for the public hearings;
and,

WHEREAS, the North Aurora Village Board (“Village Board”) has received and reviewed
the favorable recommendation of the Plan Commission with certain conditions in keeping with all
the factors required to be considered for Special Use/PUDs and has determined that granting the
Special Use/PUD and site plan requests is warranted and in the best interests of the Village.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the President and Trustee of the Village of North
Aurora, Kane County, Illinois, as follows:

SECTION 1: DEVELOPMENT OF SUBJECT PROPERTY

Development of the Subject Property shall be in conformity with all applicable ordinances
of the Village as now in effect, including the provisions for B-2, General Commercial District
zoning, except as otherwise provided or specifically varied in this PUD Ordinance, including the
additional procedures, definitions, uses, and restrictions contained herein.

A. ZONING AND LAND USE REQUIREMENTS

The Subject Property shall be developed in compliance with the terms and conditions of
the B-2, General Commercial District and other applicable zoning, subdivision, building and other
provisions of the North Aurora Code as the same exist on the effective date hereof.

(1) Use. The Subject Property is approved as a planned unit developed (PUD) for the “gas
station” and “carwash” uses with the conditions and exceptions approved by and subject

to the terms and conditions of this Ordinance.

(2) Conditions. The following conditions of the Special Use/PUD are hereby imposed:

All outdoor lighting shall follow the Village’s Outdoor Lighting Ordinance
(Chapter 8.32).

All dumpsters located on the subject property shall be screened per Section 14.11.A
of the Zoning Ordinance.

All mechanical equipment shall follow Village standards outlined in Section 12.3.D
of the Zoning Ordinance.

Applicant shall coordinate with Asbury about cross access and traffic control off
Airport Rd as well as the relocation of the existing Asbury sign.

On-site management shall effectively monitor and regulate all on-site trucking
activities to minimize any light, sound and odor emissions as well as any other
performance standards per Section 12.5 of the Zoning Ordinance. Specifically, the
drive aisle on the western side of the car wash shall be kept free and clear and shall
have no truck parking, standing, idling, or stacking. The applicant shall monitor
the turning movements of trucks using the diesel lane to ensure the safe movement
of vehicles.

Exceptions. The following exceptions to Village code are hereby granted.

The plans are exempt from the on-lot landscaping, required trees landscape standard
outlined in section 17.14.5.B

A reduction of the front yard parking landscape setback to 9'-0" from the required
50'-0" landscape buffer required along IL Route 31.

A reduction of the corner side yard parking landscape setback to 35'-11" from the
required 50'-0" landscape buffer required along Airport Road.

A reduction of the rear yard parking landscape setback to 6" from the required 5'-0".

A reduction of the front yard building setback to 16'-0" from the required 35'-0"
building setback along IL Route 31.

To allow an increase in the total allowed fuel pricing signage area to 46 square feet
(15.3 square feet per price x 3 prices) from the maximum of 18 square feet (3 x 6
square feet fuel signs).

To allow for signage for the rear (tenant-1) c-store tenant to be allowed along the
front (east) and side (north) elevations of the c-store.

To allow for the total allowed signage on the south of the car wash to increase to 68.3

square feet (building and pay canopy signage) from the maximum of 49 square feet
(32.6'x 1.5).

To allow for the total allowed signage on the north of the c-store to increase to 113.5
square feet (building, auto and diesel signage) from the maximum of 97 square feet
(64.6 x 1.5).

To allow the number of wall mounted signs on the c-store to be 5 signs from the
maximum of 3.

To allow the existing Asbury sign to be relocated elsewhere on site without having



to be brought to current sign code standards or count towards the total number of
signs / the total number of sign square footage allowed by the Developer.

B. SITE PLAN, ENGINEERING PLANS, ELEVATIONS., LANDSCAPE PLANS,
AND SIGNAGE PLANS

The Preliminary Plans for the Subject Property, and other supporting and explanatory
development documents are attached hereto, marked as Exhibits as hereinafter shown, and are
incorporated herein. Such Exhibits have been reviewed by the Plan Commission and are hereby
approved by the Village Board.

(1) The Preliminary Site & Engineering Plans for the Subject Property prepared by WT
Group dated October 16, 2024 is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit C
(“Preliminary Plans”).

(2) The Preliminary Landscape Plan for the Subject Property prepared by WT Group are
attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit D (“Preliminary Landscape Plan™)

(3) The building elevations and signage plans for the Subject Property prepared by WT

Group and Van Bruggen Signs are attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit E
(“Preliminary Building Elevations™);

D. DEVELOPMENT PLANS

Exhibits B through E inclusive, are sometimes referred to collectively herein as the
“Preliminary Plans”, and the development shall be completed in keeping with the Development
Plans. All engineering plans are subject to final approval by the Village Engineer.

SECTION 2: CHANGES TO THE PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT

The Preliminary Plans shall be submitted to the Community Development Director for
review and may be approved as the “Final Development Plans” without the need for more formal
approval as long as the revisions, if any, are substantially consistent with the Preliminary Plans. If
the Final Development Plans are not substantially consistent with the Preliminary Plans, they must
be approved based upon the following provisions.

A. Major Changes. Major changes shall include any changes that require a formal
amendment of this Ordinance, or any other change for which a public hearing is required by law
or by the North Aurora Municipal Code, except as specifically provided herein. Whether a change
is major or minor shall first be determined by the Community Development Director. If a developer
or landowner disagrees with the Community Development Director's decision, appeal may be
taken to the Village Board. Major changes must be approved by the Village Board after such
hearing and recommendation by the Plan Commission as required by statute or Village Ordinance
pursuant to submittal and processing of a petition filed by the applicant, as set forth in the North
Aurora Municipal Code.



B. Minor Changes. Minor changes shall include any change not defined herein as a
major change or a technical change. Minor changes may be approved by the Village Board without
Plan Commission review or public hearing.

C. Technical Changes. Technical changes may be approved by the Community
Development Director, and shall include any change to the engineering plans and specifications,
any change to the building plans or changes in the Preliminary Plans which are determined by the
Community Development Director as:

(1) In substantial compliance with the Preliminary Plans or other plans or plats
as approved by the Village Board;

(2) In compliance with the North Aurora Municipal Code, as amended, except
as specifically varied herein; and

3) In compliance with good engineering practice.

SECTION 3: GUARANTY FOR PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS

After approval of the final plat and prior to signature by the President, Developer shall
present a letter of credit to guarantee completion of water distribution lines, sanitary sewer lines,
storm water sewer lines, detention and retention facilities, and other applicable subdivision
improvements identified in the Final Development Plans to be dedicated to the Village or other
governmental body (“Public Improvements™) for the development so platted as required by this
Ordinance (guaranteeing completion and payment of the Public Improvements), herein sometimes
collectively referred to as the “Guarantee for Completion”, naming the Village as beneficiary or
obligee, as required and in keeping with the Village Code requirements.

SECTION 4: BUILDING CODE AND SUBDIVISION CONTROL ORDINANCE

Developer shall comply in all respects with the generally applicable provisions of Village
of North Aurora Subdivision provisions, Building Code provisions, and other provisions of the
North Aurora Municipal pertaining to the development and construction.

SECTION 5: MAINTENANCE OF COMMON FACILITIES

Developer shall provide for the maintenance of the following improvements after
completion by Developer and approval by the Village: stormwater facilities, pipes, and catch
basins, and surface drainage facilities; the landscaping located on the perimeter and common areas,
including trees; and any sidewalks (“Common Facilities”). Developer shall either establish
covenants or some other mechanism designed, at a minimum, to ensure that future owners of the
property maintain the Common Facilities in keeping with applicable local, county and state
requirements. The covenant or other mechanism for providing for the maintenance of the
Common Facilities benefitting a particular parcel shall be established and submitted to the



Community Development Director for confirmation of compliance with this provision before the
first occupancy permit for that parcel shall be approved.

SECTION 6: COMPLIANCE WITH STATE STATUTES

In the event that any one or more provisions of this Ordinance do not comply with any one
or more provisions of the Illinois Compiled Statutes, the Village and Developer, and all of their
respective successors and assigns, agree to cooperate to comply with said provisions which shall
include, but not limited to, the passage of resolutions and ordinances to accomplish such
compliance.

SECTION 7: CONFLICT IN REGULATIONS AND ORDINANCES

The provisions of this Ordinance shall supersede the provisions of any ordinance, code, or
regulation of the Village which may be in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance.
However, all ordinances which are not inconsistent with or contrary to this Ordinance shall be
applicable to the Subject Property.

SECTION 8: INCORPORATION OF EXHIBITS

All exhibits attached to this Ordinance are hereby incorporated herein and made a part of
the substance hereof.

SECTION 9: EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall become effective from and after its passage and approval in
accordance with law.

HISTORY

The Village currently uses the City View software program to track permits. As the software is
currently configured, it cannot accept online permit applications or payments. It is purely used
internally, by staff, to track permits and store permit data. The Village Strategic Plan has the
following objective under the Efficient and Effective Delivery of Core Services Goal: Enhance
resident communication options and methods to improve information distribution channels
internally and externally for village services and activities. Review options for online permitting
and payment. Review options to automate internal and external processes for efficiency. To
meet these goals, the Community Development Staff has been contacting several permit
software providers to demo their products. This included our current provider, City View.

DISCUSSION

Staff is proposing switching to a new software called Cloudpermit. During our search we
evaluated Cloudpermit, Civic Review, Smart Gov, Open Gov, and our current software City View.
A detailed review matrix is attached. Cloudpermit provided an exceptional external customer
experience and internal staff experience while being very cost effective. A summary of the costs
for the first year of the various software programs is listed below:

City View Cloudpermit Civic Review Smart Gov Open Gov
Installation fee | $62,605 $6,000 $5,500 $47,267 $45,000
Annual Costs $31,736 $12,400 $12,800 $30,168 $32,000
Total 15t year $94,341 $18,400 $18,300 $77,435 $77,000

The total for the three-year contract with Cloudpermit would be $44,708. A draft of the contract

is attached. Staff is seeking the Board’s feedback on the proposed contract.

External Customer Experience

Our current software has no external interface or portal.
There are no online payments or other workflow
capabilities offered externally. All services would require
additional add-on upgrade. Overall this category does not
meet expectations even with potential add-ons.

CityView with Upgrades: The upgraded software would
allow users to apply for permits online through a portal. In
order to be user friendly, we would need to reconfigure our
application types in order to simplify this process for
external users. The mapping feature in CityView is average,
however our inaccurate and duplicate address files in the
current system would need to be cleaned up before this
feature would be useful.

The software has a modern external dashboard, scheduling
and status tracking. It also has how to videos and links to
show how to do certain processes. Software includes a
direct message feature for questions and/or follow ups.
Status updates and requests for information are
automatically emailed to the applicant. Applicants can also
invite their own email recipients to their permit application.
Expiration warnings are also auto generated to notify
applicants that action is needed. Mapping feature pulls
directly from GIS. This would help auto-fill applications with
correct and up to date information.

This software has a modern external dashboard, scheduling
and status tracking, but none of these features stood out.
Workflows, online payments, and transparency are a
concern.

The software meets expectations regarding dashboard,
online payments, scheduling and status tracking, but none
of these features stood out. Information is easy to search,
query and modify depending on user type, which is
expected for a modern software.

The software meets expectations regarding dashboard,
online payments, scheduling and status tracking. If
contractors work in multiple municipalities, they can use
one log in to track all of their permits. Since OpenGov is
used my many municipalities in the area, this could be a
nice feature. Status tracker (similar to Domino's Pizza
Tracker) was included on the dashboard allowing applicants
to easily view where the permit was in the review process.

Internal Staff Experience

-Effective and efficient online building permit software with an easy to
use dashboard, workflows, and mapping capabilities.

-Can create and auto-generate reports, notices, letters, and other related
documents.

-Communication channels include email notifications, inspection
coordination / digital slips, and status tracking.

-Provides Unlimited Users access

Current system: The number of users is based on the
amount of licenses the Village pays for. Workflows are
consistently broken. No online payments and mapping
capabilities. All features listed above would require
additional add-on upgrades. Reports are often inconsistent
and broken. Inspections are not digital and must be
scanned in. Some positives include the to do list feature and
status tracking. Notices and letters look nice, but often
need to be edited before they can be sent to applicants.

CityView with Upgrades: Workflows and reporting would be
the same as they are currently, and would have the same
issues and concerns. The system is capable of auto
generating and auto sending letters and templates.
However the current letters often need edits prior to
sending, so each template would need to be recreated.
Status tracking using our current To Do lists would remain
the same. Inspections would have to remain the same
(manual entry, no online scheduling) until we could
reconfigure the entire system. Overall even with the
proposed upgrades, CityView does not meet our
expectations.

This software meets expectations regarding dashboard,
workflows, inspections and mapping. Internal dashboards
are easy to use for status tracking, permit lookup and
mapping (which can be used to see where permits are
located in the Village). Dashboard is also customizable and
can include custom filters. Reports, letters and notices can
all be auto generated and auto emailed. Reviews can be
sent out to a third party by simply allowing them access to
the permit file. Inspections can be completed in real time
while in the field.

marked, designated or otherwise identified as “confidential”.

Confidential Information shall not include any data or information: (i) that, at the time
of disclosure, is in or, after disclosure, becomes part of the public domain, through no
act or failure on the part of the Receiving Party; (ii) that, prior to disclosure by the
Disclosing Party, was already in the possession of the Receiving Party, as evidenced
by written records kept by the Receiving Party in the ordinary course of its business,
or as evidenced by proof of actual prior use by the Receiving Party; (iii) that was
independently developed by the Receiving Party, by persons having no direct or
indirect access to the Disclosing Party’s Confidential Information provided that the
Receiving Party provides clear and convincing evidence of such independent
development; or (iv) which, subsequent to disclosure, is obtained from a third person:
(A) who is lawfully in possession of the such information; (B) who is not in violation of
any contractual, legal, or fiduciary obligation to either Party, as applicable, with respect
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to such information; and (C) who does not prohibit either Party from disclosing such
information to others; (v) is further disclosed with the prior written consent of the
Disclosing Party, but only to the extent of such consent; or (vi) is a disclosure required
by state or federal open records laws or a disclosure ordered by a court or similar
adjudicator or authority.

13.3 Each Party will, and will cause its employees, agents and contractors to hold
Confidential Information of the other Party in confidence, and will use the same degree
of care by instruction, agreement or otherwise, to maintain the confidentiality of the
other Party’s Confidential Information that it uses to maintain the confidentiality of its
own Confidential Information, and with at least a reasonable degree of care
commensurate with the nature and importance of such Confidential Information. Each
Party agrees not to make use of Confidential Information other than for the exercise
of rights or the performance of obligations under this Agreement, and not to release,
disclose, communicate or make it available to any third person other than employees,
agents and contractors of any Party or third party who reasonably need to know it in
connection with the exercise of rights or the performance of obligations under this
Agreement.

13.4 Inthe eventthat a Party receives a request to disclose all or any part of the Confidential
Information under the terms of a valid and effective subpoena or order issued by a
court of competent jurisdiction or by a governmental authority, such Party will: (i)
immediately notify the other Party of the existence, terms and circumstances
surrounding such a request; (ii) consult with the other Party on the advisability of
taking legally available steps to resist or narrow such request; and (iii) if disclosure of
such Confidential Information is required, exercise reasonable efforts to obtain an
order or other reliable assurance that confidential treatment will be accorded to such
portion of the disclosed Confidential Information which the other Party so designates.

13.5 Each Party acknowledges and agrees that any unauthorized use or disclosure by it of
any of the other Party’s Confidential Information, in whole or part, will cause
irreparable damage to the Disclosing Party, that monetary damages would be an
inadequate remedy and that the amount of such damages would be extremely difficult
to measure. The Receiving Party agrees that the Disclosing Party shall be entitled to
seek temporary and permanent injunctive relief to restrain the Receiving Party from
any unauthorized disclosure or use. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as
preventing the Disclosing Party from pursuing any and all remedies available to it for
a breach or threatened breach of this Agreement, including the recovery of monetary
damages from the Receiving Party.

13.6 Cloudpermit is entitled to identify the Customer as a user or former user of the
Cloudpermit Software without violating any confidentiality obligation.

14. TERM AND TERMINATION

14.1 This Agreement commences on the date of its execution by the Customer and will
continue in effect for the term stated in the Order Form unless terminated earlier under
any of this Agreement’s express provisions.

14.2 Either Party may terminate this Agreement by giving written notice to the other Party

upon the occurrence of any of the following: (a) the other Party defaults with respect
to a material obligation under this Agreement and does not remedy that default within
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ten (10) Business Days after receiving written notice of the default; or (b) the other
Party: (i) makes a general assignment for the benefit of its creditors; (ii) has issued
against it a bankruptcy order or otherwise becomes subject to any involuntary
proceeding under any domestic or foreign bankruptcy law; or (iii) commences or
institutes any application, proceeding or other action under any law relating to
bankruptcy, insolvency, winding-up, reorganization, administration, plan of
arrangement, relief or protection of debtors, compromise of debts or similar laws.
Termination related to such assignment or bankruptcy will not result in any penalties
or liability to either Party.

14.3 Upon the expiration or termination of this Agreement, except as expressly otherwise
provided in this Agreement: (a) all rights, grants of rights, licenses, consents and
authorizations by either Party to the other will immediately terminate; (b)
notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement, with respect to
Confidential Information then in its possession or control: (i) the Receiving Party may
retain the Disclosing Party’s Confidential Information in its then current state and solely
to the extent and for so long as required by applicable law, (ii) Cloudpermit may retain
Customer Data in its backups, archives and disaster recovery systems until such
Customer Data is deleted in the ordinary course of its business, (iii) all information
described in this Agreement will remain subject to all confidentiality, security and other
applicable requirements of this Agreement; and (c) Cloudpermit may disable all
Customer and End User access to the Cloudpermit Software.

SEVERABILITY

If a provision of this Agreement is or becomes invalid, ineffective or unenforceable,
the validity, effectiveness or enforceability of the remaining provisions will remain
unaffected. The Parties will negotiate in good faith to replace the invalid, ineffective or
unenforceable provision immediately with a valid, effective or enforceable provision
which comes as close as possible to the spirit and purpose of the provision to be
replaced.

CONTINUING TO PERFORM

dispute or notice or cure period, Cloudpermit will continue to fulfill all its obligations
under this Agreement, and Customer will continue to make all payments required by
the Agreement.

ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Agreement is the complete agreement between the Parties concerning the subject
matter of this Agreement and replaces any prior oral or written communications
between the Parties. There are no conditions, understandings, agreements,
representations, or warranties expressed or implied, that are not specified in this
Agreement including, without limitation, the Order Form. In the event and to the
extent of an inconsistency or conflict between any of the terms of this Agreement,
including its appendices, and any other documents incorporated herein by reference,
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the conflict or inconsistency shall be resolved by giving those provisions and
documents the following order of descending precedence: (1) the Order Form; (2) this
Software Service Agreement; (3) any Appendices; (4) any other document referenced
by this Agreement or agreed to by the Parties, unless it expressly and specifically
replaces or modifies any of the prior documents, in whole or in part.

End Users may benefit from
their use of the Cloudpermit Software, but End Users’ relationships to the Parties are
not defined by this Agreement because they are defined solely: (a) to Cloudpermit by
the terms and conditions for use by End Users available at www.cloudpermit.com as
may be amended from time to time; and (b) to the Customer by separate
agreement(s), if any, between the Customer and End Users.
